Homework - Children will receive homework and spellings on a Fri-
day.

This is what we're doing this term!

English

We will begin this term by doing lots of speaking and listening
skills and the children will continue with the Read Write Inc.
programme that we follow as a school. In English we will be look-
ing at stories that link to our topic, all about me. We will be
promoting a love of reading and encouraging the children to read
as often as possible in school and at home. In writing, the chil-
dren will continue to work on letter formation and writing their
ideas in full sentences, introducing full stops and capital letters.

Maths

We are continuing to focus on counting and number formation
and recording in numerals and words this half term. We will
begin with the number system and place value which involves
knowing what a number is and what it is worth and counting for-
wards and backwards from a given number. We will also begin
addition and subtraction this term.

Science

In science we will be developing an understanding of the world.
The children will be encouraged fo be curious and ask questions
about what they notice in the world around them. This term we
are going to learn about our body and learn about our senses.
We will also look at the seasons and changes taking place in au-
tumn.

ICT

The children will have the opportunity to develop their basic
computing skills. They will also learn to use technology safely
and respectfully, keeping personal information private.

Geog-
raphy

We will be learning about our local area and where we live. We
will be looking at the different landscapes that we have on our
doorstep and finding out about these places. We will also be ob-
serving the different weather patterns.

History

We will look at toys and how they have changed over the years,
with a visit to the Discovery Museum.

Art &
Design

We will be creating pieces of art in the style of the artists
Pablo Picasso and George Seurat. Focussing on their style of
creating self portraits and using pointillism.

PHSE

We are using 'zones of regulation’ and the children will be talk-
ing about feelings, the feelings of others and what they can do
to help their friends.

Music

Music is run by In Harmony and the children will be learning
about rhythms and patterns. We will also have a weekly singing
session with Mrs Sinclair.

P.E.

PE is important as it enables children to lead healthy, active
lives. We will be working this term on the core skills of bal-
ance, agility and co-ordination as well as playing tfeam games.

R.E.

This term we will be focussing on, expressions of belonging. Do-
ing discussions and activities about what it means to belong to

different groups i.e. family, friends, school, clubs, and religions.
